EDF Energy is undertaking a process of consultation with
the local community. As our plans for new nuclear build at
Hinkley Point progress, there will also be various stages
of consultation taking place.

In 2008, before the coming together of EDF Energy and British Energy,
both companies conducted consultations using a range of public
meetings, exhibitions, newsletters and questionnaires. Since then
EDF Energy has continued to consult with people, by attending public
meetings and distributing a quarterly newsletter, providing an update on
the changes to the companies, the results of the consultation, and reminding
people about the timetable of the Government’s process to identify potentially suitable
sites (Strategic Siting Assessment). We have also opened this office with dedicated space
allowing people to visit and learn more about our plans.
