Existing Nuclear
EDF Energy currently operates 15 reactors at eight nuclear power stations 
across the UK following its acquisition of British Energy.

Nuclear power currently provides around one sixth of the UK’s electricity and has been 
making a significant low-carbon contribution to the country’s energy needs for more than 
half a century – however these nuclear power stations are coming to the end of their lives. 

EDF Energy is committed to promoting a low carbon future through a diverse and sustainable 
energy mix, including renewables, clean coal, gas and nuclear as well as greater energy efficiency.

New Nuclear
We have unique experience and understanding of the management, operation and financing of 
new nuclear and we are confident that new plants can be run safely and economically without 
subsidy. That includes all the costs associated with construction, operation, future 
decommissioning and waste disposal.

EDF Energy plans to build four plants in the UK using EPR technology, with the first unit 
operational by the end of 2017 subject to receiving the necessary consents and the right 
investment framework being in place.
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
